Well, we left on- uh- December 24th and caught an afternoon flight to Moscow and
they're three hours ahead of us which meant we arrived there at almost midnight and we were
very tired. | was expecting it to be extremely cold but | was quite surprised to find that there was
not an awful lot of snow around/and- uh-the temperature was just about at freezing point-which
was nothing like as cold as I'd thought it would be.

The next day we arrived down for breakfast at half past eight, which meant it was still
half past five by our body clock and we were asked immediately where, what tours and things
we'd like to go on. Ballets we had to book in advance, all sorts of performances, on which we
had to make rather instant decisions, which we did, and- urn- during the afternoon we were given
a tour of the Moscow underground which is very famous for its beauty. The underground
stations are very deep and the escalators seemed to go on for ever, but eventually we either got
down to where we needed to be or up at the next station.

I'm afraid, | didn't understand the logics of the tube system though they say it's easier
than London's. Anyway, | enjoyed the journey.

It was a Sunday and it was very busy and life seemed to go on all the time. People were
very well dressed, extremely expensive looking fur hats and coats and boots, in fact there didn't
seem to be any poverty at all. Also on the underground everything is so clean and safe, | mean no
hooliganism you know.

The people themselves... well... The times that we went on the tube and got lost on one or
two occasions and were looking helplessly at a map and not understanding the language, several
people would come up and help us on our way. It turned out that quite a lot of Russians speak
beautiful English. We normally found our way after that.

In the shops... the few that | went to... there was absolutely everything you could think of,
I mean not only the basics you know, even very good supply of fresh fruit and vegetables- urn-
during the winter months. Urn, | actually spent an awful lot of money on crafts while I was there.
